Contributors Tasks 

Principal Work with senior students in planning a multi-media Remembrance Day presentation; invite local 
military and legion representatives to take part; send home a newsletter inviting parents; invite 
local priest; invite local press; develop an action plan with staff and School Council to address 
peace and justice issues in the curriculum throughout the school year.  Include culminating 
activity at the end of the year to celebrate success.  Review and modify if necessary for next 
year’s School Improvement Plan. 

Staff Prepare students for Remembrance Day through integrated curriculum activities.  Continue to 
address peace and justice issues in the curriculum throughout the school year. 

Students Create and present a multi-media Remembrance Day Presentation (senior students); Participate 
in presentation and on-going activities (all students) 

Parents Attend Presentation. 

Process Stages Details and Considerations 

1. Staff meeting to outline goals and assign responsibilities for Remembrance Day Service and 
implementation of follow-up action plan and curriculum activities. 

2. Notify school council, parents and pastor of goals and plan. Invite parents, pastor, press to 
celebration (and to end-of-year celebration activity). 

3. Classroom teachers use diagnostic task to assess prior learning; initiate in-class discussion on 
the need for peace and justice activities in contemporary world, with real examples. Use findings 
as basis for addressing peace and justice issues in curriculum throughout year.  Principal will 
monitor progress of activities, and track frequency of “Incident Reports”. 

4. Creative Multimedia Remembrance Day Presentation using Veterans’ Week resources from 
Gov’t of Canada Veterans’ Affairs.  

5. Plan to participate in Remembrance Day Service at a local cenotaph.   

6. Implement activities from Teacher’s Resource package from Royal Canadian Legion, participate 
in Legion Remembrance Day contests. 

7. Principal and Senior students plan and implement Remembrance Day Service. 

8. Celebration (June)Senior students will (in consultation with Principal):  
     - Prepare summary of initiative’s successes to present at end of year assembly and to  
       School Council. 
     - Decide on suitable reward for participation in initiative. 

Effectiveness (degree to which goal has been 
achieved) 

• Principal will monitor progress of 
activities, track frequency of “Incident 
Reports”.  

• participation in  year-end celebration  
• address in context of reviewing “School 

Improvement Plan.  

Follow Up/Next Steps 

• invite students to find and respond to newspaper articles 
addressing peace and justice issues. 

• invite students to become involved in local peace and justice 
initiatives (e.g. Development and Peace).
